North Bay’s Christmas Bird Count 

Welcome to the annual Christmas bird count for North Bay.  As a feeder watcher you will be responsible for counting the birds at your feeder.  In the form below you can tally the highest number of birds seen at one time of each species of bird you get on the count day.  Any species of birds you see during the count week (three days before or after the count) but not on count day please enter in “cw” on the form.  Birds IDed only by voice, by specimen or tracks must be labeled “cw” as well.

If you get an unusual or rare bird please be prepared to back up your claim or get an experienced birder from the club to help you verify it.  Bird Studies Canada will want any details you can provide including photographs, sketches and field notes.  The contact for the unusual bird report (whether it be the person who observed the bird, an area leader or the coordinator) will need to provide their name and phone number to Bird Studies Canada.

When you are done your count you can submit the results in many ways.  If you were a field observer as well as a feeder watcher simply hand your results to your area leader.  Otherwise you can contact the count compiler by email, drop it off or phone.  If you signed up on the contact sheet that you want to be contacted by phone I will phone you on count day after 5 PM.  If you see any additional species of birds that to your knowledge neither you nor anyone else has seen during the count that you see in the three days after the count please call me.

Results of the bird count will be posted onto the web and in the newsletter.  Preliminary results will be posted at http://users.vianet.ca/turbrent/nipnat/cbc.html.

Good luck and have fun counting birds.
